EASY TO USE INSTRUCTIONS
 

Installing clip attachment:  refer to fig.1-3 to decide positioning of clip depending on chinrest style. The clip should be firmly, but not too tightly, clamped to the violin so that the clip cannot slip or twist (fig.4)

 (If your chinrest has a recess underneath you may elect to position the clip there between the chinrest barrels (fig.5).  In this position it is important to ensure that the clip sits securely on the foot of the chinrest hardware)

Using the Fiddle-Ezy: 

The Fiddle-Ezy works best when used in conjunction with a standard shoulder rest.

1/. Place the male clip end of the strap over left shoulder, then under opposite armpit and clip together.

2/. Tighten strap until firm but comfortable.

3/. Slip the strap into the clip (best done near the centre of your chest) then slide instrument up into playing position.  Make sure that the strap is not twisted. Note: the normal position for the strap is next to the slot in the clip (fig.1&3)

4/. If necessary tighten strap again and test by letting the Fiddle-Ezy support the instrument (fig.6)

5/. To remove, simply lift violin neck so that clip disengages from strap.

6/. If necessary you may tighten the clip’s grip on the strap by removing screw and top section and squeezing clip base at points 1 & 2 (fig.7)

Fiddle-Ezy nor it’s resellers can be reliable for any damage caused by misuse of the system.  All components should be checked prior to use for signs of wear and tear.  The name Fiddle-Ezy is a registered name 

The Fiddle-Ezy story…….

An Australian semi-professional violinist, named Mike Moffitt, was told by his osteopath that he had to give-up playing as his chronic neck problem was being made worse every month. This of course was unthinkable so Mr.Moffitt set about devising a way around the problem.

This beautifully simple system, made from high quality 'antiqued' solid brass can be installed on a violin in 20 seconds and may be left there as it is quite unimposing.

Beginners who need to cope with four actions simultaneously  (applying pressure with their chin to hold the violin, supporting their instruments with the left hand, finding the required note and bowing) are now able to wipe out two of them.  Teachers are thrilled with the Fiddle-Ezy as it allows the student to focus on noting and bowing because the violin is held for them .....no more dropped violins.
